We're about to leave 
for a three-day adventure into the bush to repair another school. 

For some reason or other we were delayed at the start, but 
that's not unusual. That seems to be the pace you become adjusted 
to, whether you like it or not. 

"Well, Taata (father, referring to the older builder), do we 
have all our tools? We need our blankets and plenty of mealie-meal. 
Then I guess we're off. We must stop at the market to get some 
vegetables and dried fish for our relish." 

By now it's after twelve noon, and the journey is quite long 
and bumpy with the five-ton Mercedes. This is a trusty vehicle, and 
has taken me over thousands of miles of the Zambian trails. One 
thing—before we get very far down the trail, we should remind our­
selves that we can expect the unexpected. Then when it happens, we 
are not defeated, but can just thank the Lord and say "it could 
have been worse." 

"God, you have done it many times before and if it would be 
your will, Lord, do it again. Take us to our destination safely." 

But this time, unfortunately, we were left by the wayside. We 
didn't get many miles out of town until we heard a loud clank in the 
rear, so we stopped and discovered the drive shaft lying back along 
the road. In a few minutes I got a lift back to Choma. Then I 
brought back our vanette, so we could continue our journey. 

There's a reward in being left by the wayside. The rewarding 
thing is that when adversity comes and the way grows weary, there's 
always a way to turn to seek help, and hope in what to do next. 
"Lord, you didn't let us down . . . you're still as near as you were 
before." For how can we have victory if we don't first have some­
thing to be victorious over. 

When I arrived back at our stranded lorry, I heard the old 
builder singing "When the way grows weary...Jesus is always there."
